A bright Pentacle, luminous like a moon, hovers in the 
composition, offering spiritual illumination and the promise 

of growth when we dare to look within. Every element in this

cultivated from the inside.

It9s not 

about gossip; it9s about authenticity. The work challenges 
viewers to ask themselves: do we silence honesty because 

it9s uncomfortable, or do we value it because it9s real?
